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Wagnild: We are starting with a presentation from Pamela Hoffmann of Public Safety.
Hoffman: 

· Saferide runs during the academic year from 7am-1am anytime classes are in session.

· Gave 4952 rides last year.

· Saferide aids public safety officers who are very busy taking other calls and assignments, roughly eleven per shift in addition to other responsibilities performed.

· Saferide is a tool to keep students safe, not a taxi service.

· The boundaries of saferide routes, number of passengers, and other such matters are not consistent on various St. Olaf links and websites. 

· In approaching senate, I want to introduce a document that describes what saferide is and the services it provides and hopes for your feedback on what can be done to better inform the campus. I would like to initiate some attitude changes across the student population as to the purpose of safe ride. 

Wagnild: Questions?

Kihs: I noticed you used the example of Carleton library- does saferide do that? 

H: We do pick-ups and drop-offs at Carleton- in reality we only do Sayles, but we have students that study at Carleton for academic purposes so we do make exceptions. Much is placed on the discretion of the driver. 

Adams: Is the distribution of number of calls random during the course of a day, or are there peak times?

H: There are peak times but they vary- during the week it’s pretty quiet but then around nine or ten there is a spurt. On weekends, it picks up around 9 pm.

A: Any thoughts about extending the hours?

H: We have talked about it but we have budgetary issues. 

Laven: Thank-you for coming! I see two sides to addressing these issues: the rules saferide sets up for itself and the culture around saferide. I’m curious how often you turn away riders?

H: On a weekly basis we have a handful- But I tell my drivers that I leave it in their hands. These are their peers, people that they may have to interact with on a daily basis. I support them denying people rides, but I also support them taking more than two while making them aware of the policy. I give them that option to allow they feel comfortable. Probably every week we have around four to six people that we turn away

Dean Kneaser: Does Carleton have a saferide service?

H: I don’t know. I rarely if ever see them over here. 

Obermann: The phrase “when class is in session” is confusing- academic year? Weekdays?

H: I see that- there has been some confusion regarding this issue.

Wilkerson: Term “personal safety” is a bit ambiguous. Maybe an underline, italics would be better.

Bishop: Do you have any records of who uses the services?

H: There is a binder in the vehicle that students need to sign in on. 

Riley: I realize that saferide is not a taxi service for fri/sat nights, but maybe that would be good for drunk driving issues. What are your thoughts on this?

H: One thing I have played around with is that it would be a great program to put together a St. Olaf taxi quarter/dollar service. Thus saferide would be on the safety side of transport, while the taxi service could be on the convenience side. 

Haines: How many vehicles does saferide own? How many are out per shift?

H: One vehicle, one driver per shift. 

O’Neil: How often is it the case that students being given rides are intoxicated. What is the policy for the drivers?

H: The drivers are given a little bit of leeway as they are dealing with their peers. 

Rakke Proxy: Define exactly where people will be taken, rather the less specific language as is currently in the definition. 

H: I have no problem with being more specific, but we don’t want to get ourselves locked in so that we can’t adjust if we need to. I am open to that.

Freeman: Who draws the line as to who can be driven? Dispatcher?

H: My drivers will sometimes. If I hear something that is outside the boundaries, I may step in and take the responsibility from the drivers. Sometimes the driver calls me.

Wagnild: Next order of business: Presentation by Eden Ehm of ADC.

Ehm: 

· Speaking on behalf of ADC’s dj agent regarding the acquisition of new dj equipment for student use at St. Olaf.

· DJ equipment consists of a laptop with software to control the music. Students provide their own. Next one needs a mixer, controller and a turntable to edit tracks being played. 

· The dj agent is responsible for coordinating on-campus dj dances, maintaining a working relationship with other sga organizations to produce campus djs for their events, and to manage the students who are interested in dj-ing for St. Olaf events.

· There are applications of interest up on Oleville for students interested in dj-ing campus events. Currently there are fifteen signed up and represent a wide array of skill levels.

· ADC hopes to develop these students, using the newly purchased equipment to instruct students with the support of professionals or advanced-level students willing to teach their peers. Having an on-campus group of students would save money and would allow smaller and more specialized events to have the music they want. I want the djs to post samples up on Oleville and to have them create on-campus personas that will get the student body excited about events they are performing at.

· I want to buy standard dj-ing equipment for the use of trained student djs. The equipment will be stored in a secure place (perhaps in the tech lockers of the Pause) and use of the equipment will be strictly regulated. A detailed log will be used to track any damage made to the equipment and use of the equipment.

Questions: 

Laven: Let’s put up the proposal

Wags: Eden you are asking for money from SGA’s capital improvements fund (CIF)?

Ehm: Yes, and I would be looking at equipment that would cost $5,600 max. I will go in person to Minneapolis and will probably be able to get it for under five thousand. If it is an issue of cost, ADC would like at least some to come out of cif as we have a limited budget.

O’Neil: Are student DJs being paid?

E: No, it’s a volunteer thing. 

Jackson: Is the DJ agent is separate from adc coordinator?

E: Yes, just given my former position I kept on with it, but in the future it will be separate.

Goetsch: Did ADC not allocate any of their budget for equipment beforehand.

E: Part of our budget is DJs and music, a lot of which has gone to payment of professionals. If we bought this equipment we might not spend so much for professionals, but not accounted for when the budget was made. 

Anderson: longevity of investment?

Ehm: Each piece of equipment has a model number.  Periodically new models come out, but in terms of the technology being different, there are very few modifications. We wouldn’t need to buy new equipment due to technical advancement needs anytime soon. It is a bit difficult to hypothesize regarding equipment longevity- but at least five years with correct and proper use. 

Anderson: Are you going to personally see to it that people aren’t abusing it? If broken, how will you recoup the $5000?

Ehm: If I am there I will stop the djs from abusing equipment, and whoever is there in my stead will do the same. I don’t see anyone disrespecting that. If something breaks it would be something small and ADC will be responsible for this. We will allocate a part of the budget for it.

Anderson: Students who want to teach, will they be paid? If there aren’t student teachers, would professionals be paid?

Ehm: I have not asked students yet, but I can think of two that are willing. I would be willing to pay a small amount given the technical skill required to teach. But as for professionals, I have mentioned this proposal to two professionals who said they would be willing to do it- $40 per hour.

Braun: I was wondering if you have an idea of how much money adc can put towards the equipment if we allot money from the sga budget.

Ehm: We were thinking half. 

Riley: I want to give my opinion as to why this is a good idea: We have a budget to spend money on special requests; this benefits every student on campus every weekend, and is an efficient use of budget. You sound like you have thought a lot about it.

Kaszuba: Would you buy new or used equipment?

Ehm: New.

Watt: Any plan for limiting where the equipment can go? Off campus, take out of pause?

Ehm: If used for something related to a St. Olaf org/group, use outside of the pause is acceptable.  As far as off campus goes, that would be something I would be there for just for technical logistics. Use at private parties would not be allowed.

Dittmann: Do you have any idea if other schools have this equipment?

Ehm: Bates College has a dj society- like adc. They have equipment they let djs use.

Gui: Is senate allowed to take a look at ADCs budget to see how much money they have for music- to decide better if how to appropriate money to ADC. 

Ehm: Original ADC budget was $18,000- which includes printing, leadership, mscl, dj, music, events. Events was given $11,000, dj had $2,000, have spent $1200 on that so far with djs, will spend $600 more for Halloween dj. So if you are a group and keep hiring djs, money dwindles fast. Remaining in dj/music category we have $700, in mscl we have $580.

Laven: Did you mention where it will be stored?

Ehm: Tech locker in the back of the Pause. 

Laven: How much do you envision this being owned and maintained by ADC, how much the pause. Do people check it out through ADC officers?

Ehm: Yes, it is an ADC position. Would have to talk directly to whoever the dj agent was at that time. 

Lipo-Zovic: Regarding software: what happens if there is someone who is interested if someone is interested in being part of the dj club but don't have/want to buy own software.

Ehm: there are outlets- digital dj free- but there are issues with equipment regarding this. As far as I am concerned, if someone is serious about being in the program, it is not unreasonable to ask students to purchase it on their own. This sifts through the serious/flaky students. 

Mussatto: You said ADC wouldn’t compensate djs for their service, but could St. Olaf orgs compensate djs in any way in order to entice djs to perform?

Ehm: That seems reasonable- but if some orgs bribe more than others, there might be difficulty in getting djs to perform. In terms of level of compensation that will need to be decided- pause snacks vs. money. A small amount of compensation is fine but we can’t pay them as a performer.

Bishop: I don’t know if we can even do that.. with campus bands we can’t give them anything. Can buy them a pizza. I don’t know if djs would have a different policy from that or where the policy comes from- school or sga.

Vatter: the policy has been here since before I got here.

DK: it goes a long way back, originating with the idea that student bands were getting the experience of performance/exposure. That’s something that can be changed if you want but..

Ehm: I have people who are really eager to play a gig, so people aren’t too wrapped up on money.

Obermann: Once the program is in place, this will replace the need for buying professional level djs.

Ehm: we now have 3 djs now that are nearing professional level- they might have a more positive reaction from students as they know what St. Olaf students want. If orgs want someone special they can do that but not necessary/

O: How much will it save per year?

Ehm: I counted roughly 10 major pause dances per year- Thus the total spent on djs could amount to $7000, which is more than the price of equipment. 

Anderson: ADC would be saving money. Since this would be adc owned and managed equipment, I would like adc to put forth some money for this. Half might be too much to ask, and the pause does have a capital improvements fund. Fund for eqipment, sga also, but how much should they contribute?

Muhs: Maybe ADC could charge a small amount to orgs to help compensate the initial equip payment?

E: I think that is a fair idea, but I can’t speak to the feasibility of that.

Bishop: Certain events such as homecoming might be tough to replace professionals with students. We can’t say it will save $7000.

E: I can think of one person that I feel would do a great pause dance. They have their own professional dj business and have a website. If a group decides to hire a professional that’s their call. 

Reports and announcements: 

Watt: Changing with the image of Oleville- going with different ideas. Other than that dealing with a few MCO issues. Connor is sick- that’s why he’s not here.

Jackson: Oleville changes- color scheme is changed. Front pages

Riley: MJ legalization debate last night- debate team helped out, stayed focused on policy. Eden of NORML did a great job collaborating on that. Fall speaker nov 7th 7pm at boe.
